Helpful Reminders for the Winter Season

operations FORCE the truck to go around them. This will lead to larger 

snow piles in certain areas while presenting a greater challenge for 

many of our neighbors. Please park your vehicles on your property prior 

to snow fall. In some cases it is unavoidable that plowed snow blocks an 

opening or driveway. Please bear with us as we do our best to keep 

streets clear during a snow storm. 

When decorating Christmas trees, use tree lights free of visible        

defects and always follow manufacturer recommendations. 

 

Water live trees frequently and safely dispose of the tree when          

it begins to drop needles. Old Christmas trees can be put                            

out for agriculture pick-up on Wednesdays. 

 

Unattended, abandoned or inadequately controlled                                       

candles are the leading cause of home fires. 

 

December is the peak month for candle fires.                                                          

Please exercise extreme caution when lighting candles.

If there is a fire hydrant on your property, please keep that area 

clear of snow & ice. In the event of an emergency, this will be a 

tremendous help to emergency services. 

Those with catch basins on their properties are encouraged to 

clear the openings of ice and snow. This will help water from 

melting ice to drain efficiently.  

Snow should not be shoveled or blown onto the street. This   

will create hazards for both the property owner and drivers. 

Keep the sidewalks adjacent to your property clear of snow and 

ice. If you are out of town, please make arrangements for your 

sidewalks to be cleared. Use ice melt to prevent icy conditions.
